All were in
favor and the motion carried.

FINANCE REPORT: Rudy Micsko reviewed the April 2012 financial report with Council. Totals for
the end of April- Assets $713,187.34, Liabilities $170,097.85, Equity $543,089.49. Total Income
$186,846.19, Expenses $118,331.97, Net Income $68,514.22.

ENGINEERS REPORT — Mr. Galla reported that the majority of the curbing has been removed
along Forrest; new curbing will be installed early next week. The stabilization of the
embankment of the culvert will be Thursday or Friday. The existing paving is scheduled for May
20 and after the recycling of the paving is done it needs to sit for 10 to 14 days and then the top
wearing course will be put on. The project will be completed at the being of June.

Spring Mount Summit Association is asking that the speed bumps not be put back in when the
road is done. Mr. Galla will get a clarification if speed bumps are allowed on the road.
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The Association would like “No Parking” signs on the West side of Forest to deter parking.
Council agreed to install “No Parking” signs.
